MATERIALS

1 skein Vanna’s Choice 100% Acrylic 170 yds 3.5 oz Color: Magenta
or Red Heart Soft 100% Acrylic 256 yds 5 oz Color: Berry

1 skein Caron Simply Soft 100% Acrylic 7oz Color: Black
1 skein Caron Simply Soft 100% Acrylic 70z Color: Grey Heather
1 skein Caron Simply Soft 100% Acrylic 7oz Color: Plum Wine
1setof USsize#8
Stitch markers
Cable Needle or a dpn
Tapestry Needle

GAUGE
Stockinette: 16 sts/ 24 rows = 4 inches
using US size # 8 needles.

FINISHED MEASUREMENTS
Width: 4.5 inches Length: 78 inches

DIRECTIONS:

You will need to make nine (9) rectangular panels (approx. 12in x 6in) and
two (2) triangular shape panels to complete this scarf.
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HORSESHOE CABLE PANELS

Make four (4) panels of the horseshoe cable panel.
Two (2) panels of Grey(cable)/ Black(reverse stockinette)
Two (2) panels of Light Pink(cable)/Grey(reverse stockinette)

Abbreviations:

6-st LC: 6-stitch left-leaning cable. Slip three stitches to cable needle and hold in front; knit
next three stitches; knit three stitches from the cable needle.

6-st RC: 6-stitch right-leaning cable. Slip three stitches to cable needle and hold in back;
knit next three stitches; knit three stitches from the cable needle.

6-st LPC: 6-stitch left-leaning cable. Slip three stitches to cable needle and hold in front;
purl next three stitches; knit three stitches from the cable needle.

6-st RPC: 6-stitch right-leaning cable. Slip three stitches to cable needle and hold in back;
knit next three stitches; purl three stitches from the cable needle.

sm: Slip marker

With US #8 needles, cast on 36sts.

Row 1: p3, sm, k12, sm, p4, sm, k12, sm, p5

Row 2: k5, sm, p12, sm, k4, sm, p12, sm, k3
Row 3: p3, sm, k12, sm, p4, sm, k12, sm, p5 —r— —
Row 4: k5, sm, p12, sm, k4, sm, p12, sm, k3
Row 5: p3, sm, k12, sm, p4, sm, k12, sm, p5 ——

Row 6: k5, sm, p12, sm, k4, sm, p12, sm, k3
Row 7: p3, sm, 6-st LC, 6-st RC, sm, p4, sm, 6-st LC, 6-st RC, sm, p5
Row 8: k5, sm, p12, sm, k4, sm, p12, sm, k3

Repeat Rows 1 through 8, three (3) more times. You will have four horseshoes total.
Finish the horseshoe cable panel with the following nine rows,

Row 1: p3, sm, k12, sm, p4, sm, k12, sm, p5

Row 2: k5, sm, p12, sm, k4, sm, p12, sm, k3

Row 3: p3, sm, k12, sm, p4, sm, k12, sm, p5

Row 4: k5, sm, p12, sm, k4, sm, p12, sm, k3

Row 5: p3, sm, k12, sm, p4, sm, k12, sm, p5

Row 6: k5, sm, p12, sm, k4, sm, p12, sm, k3

Row 7: p3, sm, 6-st LCP, 6-st RCP, sm, p4, sm, 6-st LCP, 6-st RCP, sm, p5
Row 8: k5, sm, k3 p6, k3, sm, k4, sm, k3, p6, k3, sm, k3

Bind off in pattern: p6, k6, p10, k6, p8 You will have 5 horseshoe cables total.

Finishing the Horseshoe Cable Panel (Reverse stockinette side)

Using the US # 8 needles and new yarn color, pick up 28 sts on the p3 side.
Row 1: knit

Row 2: purl

Continue knit, purl until you have done 36 rows.

Bind off knitting Row 37.
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DIAMOND CABLE PANELS

Make five (5) diamond cable panels. Two (2) magenta and three (3) black.

Abbreviations:

RC-P = Slip 1 to back, k2 then p1 from cable needle
LC-P = Slip 2 to front, p1 then k2 from the cable needle
2RC-P = Slip 2 to back, p2 then p2 from cable needle

With US # 8 needles, cast on 28 sts.

Row 1: knit (WS)

Row 2: purl

Repeat Rows 1 and 2 four (4) more times.

Row 11: knit

Begin Diamond cable pattern
Row 12: p12,
Row 13: k12,

Repeat Rows 62 and 63 four (4) more times.
Row 72: Bind off in purl.
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SCARF END PANELS

Make two (2) Magenta scarf end panels. One large and one small.

Abbreviations:

k2tog: Knit two stitches together.

ssk: Slip one stitch knit-wise, then slip the next. Insert left needle into the front loops of the
slipped stitches and knit them together from this position (through the back loops).

Small Scarf End Panel

With US # 8 needles, cast on 29 sts.

Row 1: knit (WS)
Row 2: purl
Row 3: knit
Row 4: purl

Begin Decrease for triangle ' !
Note: k2tog gives you a right slanting decrease and the ssk left slanting decrease.

Row 5: ssk, knit until last two stitch remain then k2tog

Row 6: purl
Repeat Rows 5 and 6 until three stitches remains and bind off.

Large Scarf End Panel

With US # 8 needles, cast on 29 sts.

Row 1: knit
Row 2: purl
Row 3: knit
Row 4: purl
Row 5: knit
Row 6: purl
Row 7: knit
Row 8: purl
Row 9: knit
Row 10: purl
Row 11: knit
Row 12: purl

Begin Decrease for triangle
Note: k2tog gives you a right slanting decrease and the ssk left slanting decrease.

Row 13: ssk, knit until last two stitches remain then k2tog.
Row 14: purl
Repeat Rows 13 and 14 until three stitches remain and bind off.
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PUTTING THE SCARF TOGETHER

Each rectangular panel should be about 12 inches long by 6 inches tall. In other words, the
length should be twice the height. Don’t worry if not exact, each panel can stretch.

Fold each of the nine (9) rectangular panels into a parallelogram and stitch the backs together.
Blue lines will line up in the back. Stitch together here.
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Fold the scarf end panels in half, stitch up along the bottom.
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Begin piecing the scarf together in the following order.
* Note the positioning of the cable. It switches on # 7.

FINISHING .
Weave in all panel ends in the interior of the scarf. . h

Block to prevent twisting of panels when wearing.
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
