Lace Tote

Yarn:    
2 Hanks   Classic Elite: Provence  (French Red)

Needles:  
size 7, tapestry needle

Gauge:
approx: 5 sts/in

Front and back are identical, knit two of the following: 

Cast on: 
78 stitches



Place marker after 12 and 66

Bottom:  


Knit 16 rows

Purl 1 row (ws)

Body:

Lower edge:



Row 1: K 78

Row 2: P11, SS, P66, SS, P11

Repeat these two rows for a total of 6 rows.

Lace pattern:

Row 1: K11, SS, K2, *K1, YO, K2, SSK, K2tog, K2, YO* repeat ** 6 times, K2, SS, K11 

Row 2: P11, SS, P66, SS, P11

Row 3: K11, SS, K2, *YO, K2, SSK, K2tog, K2, YO, K1* repeat** 6 times K2, SS, K11

Row 4: P11, SS, P66, SS, P11

Repeat Rows 1- 4 for approximently13 inches or less, if shorter bag is desired.  Lace pattern repeat is 9 stitches.

Top edge:

Row 1: K78

Row 2: P11, SS, P66, SS, P11

Repeat these 2 rows for 13 rows, bind-off loosely. 

Finishing:  Finished size: approx 15” x 13” x 3.5”

With right sides facing together, sew bag together along sides and bottom, leaving top edge open.  With bag inside out, flatten bag bottom so that bottom seam is centered and faces up.  Sew a short seam across each corner to form gussets.  

Lining:
Approx: ½ yard fabric. 


    ½ - 3/4 yard Heavy Duty Interfacing

Cut 4 pieces of fabric and 2 pieces of interfacing slightly larger (seam allowance) than measurement of the flat panels.  With right sides together, sew sides and bottom of one set of the lining together.  Sew the second set together with the interfacing.  Flatten bag bottom so that bottom seam is centered and sew a short seam across each corner to form gussets.  Trim excess fabric.   Turn one right side out and slip it over the other so that the seams are both inside.  Slip lining into knit bag, turn raw upper edge of lining under and stitch to upper edge of knit bag.  You may also want to tack lining to knit bag at the bottom corners.

Handles:  Purchased leather handles were sewn on with contrasting yarn through all layers.
