One skein of novelty yarn will knit a pair of Designer Baby Booties.  Two skeins will knit 2-3 pairs of Booties.  Choose a yarn that knits at 3½ or 4 stitches to the inch and create booties to warm a mother’s heart and babies’ toes.

0-6 (6-12) Months
Materials  

65 Yards Yarn A
One pair US size 10 needles                                 

1 Yard ribbon OR size F crochet hook for ties 

Gauge                                       

14 sts =4” in garter st on size 10 needles.                   

You may adjust needle size to obtain                  

obtain gauge.  All length measurements are given in inches to adjust for different row gauges.           
Notes

Inc  Increase by knitting into the front and then into the back of the stitch.
Ending with a WS  Ending with a WS (wrong side) row means the last row you work across is the WS row. You are now ready to begin a RS (right side) row.

K2tog tbl  Knit two stitches together through the back loops.  Insert the right needle into the back (the side of the loop farthest from you) of first two stitches on the left needle, wrap yarn and pull through both stitches.

YO  Yarn over.  Bring the yarn to the front between the needles and then to the back, going over the right needle.

75 Yards Yarn B
One pair US size 8 needles                                 

1 Yard ribbon OR size F crochet hook for ties 

Gauge                                       

16 sts =4” in garter st on size 8 needles.                   

You may adjust needle size to obtain   

Gauge.  All length measurements are given in inches to adjust for different row gauges.
DIRECTIONS
Shape Sole  Cast on 22 (30) sts using the long-tail method.

Row 1 WS   Knit.

Row 2   RS  Inc in first st, knit 8 (12) sts,  inc in next st, knit 1 st, inc in next st, knit 8 (12) sts, inc in next st, knit last st.  Tie a piece of yarn or use a split ring to mark this as the right side of your work.                                       26 (34) sts
Row 3  Inc in first st, knit 10 (14) sts, inc in next st, knit 1 st, inc in next st,
knit 10 (14) sts, inc in next st, knit last st.                                             30 (38) sts
Row 4  Inc in first st, knit 12 (16) sts, inc in next st, knit 1 st, inc in next st, knit 12 (16) sts, inc in next st, knit last st.                                             34 (42) sts                                               
Continue knitting every row until sole measures approximately ½” from cast on 
edge, inc one st in center of last row and ending with a WS row.           35 (43) sts

Work in k1, p1 ribbing as follows;

Row 1  K1, *p1, k1; rep from* to last st.

Row 2  P1, *k1, p1; rep from* to last st.

Repeat rows 1 and 2 until bootie measures one inch from cast on edge, ending with row 2, a WS row. 
Shape Instep
Row 1  K10 (14) sts, k2tog, k11, k2tog, k 10 (14) sts.                            33 (41) sts

Row 2  K10 (14) sts, k2tog, k9, k2tog, k 10 (14) sts.                               31 (39) sts 
Row 3  K10 (14) sts, k2tog, k7, k2tog, k 10 (14) sts.                               29 (37) sts 

Row 4  K10 (14) sts, k2tog, k5, k2tog, k 10 (14) sts.                               27 (35) sts
Row 5  K8 (12) sts, k2tog, k2tog, k3, k2tog, k2tog, k 8 (12) sts.        23 (31) sts 

Row 6  K7 (11) sts, k2tog, k2tog, k1, k2tog, k2tog, k 7 (11) sts.        19 (27) sts 

Row 7  K2tog tbl, knit to last two sts,  k2tog.                                       17 (25) sts

Row 8  Repeat row 7.              15 (23) sts                              
Eyelet Row  *K2tog, YO; rep from * to last st,  k1.  You have created 7 (11) YO eyelets.                                     15 (23) sts
Cuff  Continue knitting every row until work measures one inch above eyelet row.  
Inc Row  *K4 (7)sts, inc in next st; rep from *, end k5 (7) sts.             17 (25) sts

Continue knitting every row until work measures 1½” above eyelet row, ending

with a WS row.  Bind off all sts loosely, leaving a 12” tail for sewing.  To create an elastic edge that does not pull in, try using a needle one to two sizes larger in your right hand as you bind off.
Finishing  Use yarn tail to sew back seam and bottom of sole together.  An overcast or whipstitch seam is easy to work and will lay almost flat.  Work in ends, cut ribbon in half and thread ribbon through eyelets or make a yarn tie using a size F crochet hook.  Work a chain that is 16” long and fasten off.  Work in ends and thread through eyelets.   Knit second bootie and make another tie.
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
