 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Jelly Beenz Basket Weave Baby Blanket

Size: 31"x31"

Plymouth Jelly Beenz yarn

US 8 needle 24"

5 yds ribbon

Basically this is a basket weave pattern baby blanket using 5 stitches as a pattern.  This blanket has a garter stitch border around the entire blanket that has eyelet (holes) for your ribbon to weave through.  You could omit this part if you wish to have NO eyelet or use NO ribbon as a trim.

Cast on 150 stitches.  

BORDER ROWS: Row 1 - Knit

                               Row 3 - Eyelet row: K2, yo, K2tog, K1, repeat across row

                               Row 4 - Knit

Start pattern: Row 1 - Knit 5, (border stitches) P5, K5, P5 across in this fashion until the last 5 stitches Knit 5, (border stitches)

                      Row 2 - Knit 5 (bs), knit the knits and purl the purls, Knit 5 (bs)

                      Row 3 - K2, yo, K2tog, Kl (bs eyelet), knit the knits & purl the purls, K2, yo,                                       K2tog, K2 (bs eyelet)

                      Row 4 - Knit 5 (bs), knit the knits and purl the purls, Knit 5 (bs)

                      Row 5 - Knit 5 (bs), knit the knits & purl the purls, Knit 5 (bs)

                      Row 6 - Knit 5 (bs), switch it up for the basket weave and where you had knit, you 

                                    Purl and where you had purl you knit.

                      Row 7 - Knit 5 (bs), knit your knits and purl your purls, knit 5 (bs)

                      Row 8 - K2, yo, k2tog, k1 (bs eyelet), knit your knits and purl your purls, k2, yo, 

                                    K2tog, k1

                      Row 9 - Knit 5 (bs), knit your knits and purl your purls, knit 5 (bs)

                     Row 10 - Knit 5 (bs), knit your knits and purl your purls, knit 5 (bs

                      *you would repeat this pattern*

bs=border stitches

Everything is in increments of 5.....5 border rows top and bottom, 5 border stitches with an eyelet row in the middle (row 3), then the basket weave pattern is 5 stitches knit and then 5 stitches purl by 5 rows, and then switch that up to do the opposite.
