 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Sprinkles Squares Blanket

King Cole Sprinkles Yarn 4 different colors

US 10 needle 24"

Size: 24"x35"

Gauge 2 3/4" sts. = 1"

CO 68 stitches total, 17 stitches in each color block (4 colors across).  Knit in garter stitch for 30 rows, then switch colors for new block colors (every 30 rows).  This gives you a square of 6"x5" in size.  Mix your colors up however you wish.  Knit up as far as you like - Lynn went up 7 block rows.  When you switch yarn from one color to the next, you want to make sure that you twist your yarn like you would in any intarsia knitting to avoid a gap or hole.  You just want to make sure it’s secure and stable from one color to the next.  After you are done, do two rows of double crochet around the edge of the blanket in whatever color you wish.  If you have been knitting for a while you could change up the pattern to be 36"x36" square even with the blocks.  Be creative, and don’t be afraid  to express yourself.  You could pick only 2 colors and do a checkerboard pattern.
